THE MATCH-UP

THE SERIES

Kansas City is proudly celebrating the 50th anniversary of both the Chiefs
franchise and the American Football League in 2009. Appropriately, Kansas
City’s home opener comes against the club’s most bitter AFL rival as the Oakland
Raiders visit Arrowhead. The Chiefs will commemorate their 50th season on
Sunday with a number of pre-game, in-game and halftime features.

This week’s game will be the 101st renewal of a fierce feud that dates back
to the AFL’s inaugural season in '60 when the Chiefs were stationed in Dallas
and known as the Texans. While Oakland’s ownership group initially wanted to
call their club the Senors, the Silver and Black has been synonymous with the
Oakland Raiders since their initial game 49 years ago.

Kansas City is under the guidance of first-year head coach Todd Haley.
Haley's squad is coming off a fiercely-contested 38-24 loss at Baltimore (9/13).
Those 24 points were the most allowed at home by the Ravens since a 44-20
loss vs. Indianapolis (12/9/07). KC made big plays in all three phases as S
Jon McGraw blocked a punt which he recovered for a TD. LB Derrick Johnson
returned an INT for 70 yards, while QB Brodie Croyle and WR Mark Bradley
hit on a 50-yard pass as Croyle compiled a career-high 116.1 rating starting in
place of an injured QB Matt Cassel.

Raiders head coach Tom Cable is 0-1 vs. the Chiefs and will make his initial
appearance at Arrowhead as Oakland’s head coach. The Raiders are coming
off a last-second 24-20 loss on Monday Night Football vs. San Diego (9/14).

Kansas City has won 10 of the last 12 contests in this AFC West showdown,
including a nine-game winning streak (2003-07). While Kansas City has been
dominant in the Chiefs-Raiders series of late, 10 contests during that 12-game
stretch have been decided by seven points or less. Just 34 total points (253-
219) separate the two teams over that span, meaning the average margin in
those 12 games has been just 2.8 ppg. The Chiefs defense has held the Raiders
to 20 points or less in five of the last six meetings between the two squads.
Dating back to 2001, 12 of the last 16 games in this series have been decided
by seven points or less. KC hits the road next week for an interconference clash
at Philadelphia (9/27), while Oakland hosts AFC West foe Denver (9/27).

Kansas City owns a 53-45-2 advantage over Oakland in regular and
postseason play. The Chiefs have also beaten Denver 53 times, tying for
the most victories the Chiefs have accumulated against any opponent. The
Chiefs own a seven-game edge in the all-time regular season series between
the two squads at 51-44-2 dating to the AFL’s inaugural season of '60. The
Chiefs are 2-1 against Oakland in postseason play.

The Chiefs are 29-10 (.744) overall vs. the Raiders dating back to '90,
including a '91 AFC playoff tilt. The Chiefs had a nine-game winning streak
snapped in 2007 at home against the Raiders, the longest victory stretch by
either squad in this series, which enters its 50th season. That nine-game
winning streak against the Raiders ranks as the second-longest mark by the
Chiefs against any one opponent, behind an 11-game winning streak over
Denver from '64-69.

Kansas City has registered a 14-5 (.737) regular season record against
the Raiders at Arrowhead since '90. Oakland claimed a 23-8 win in its most
recent trip to Kansas City (9/14/08). The Chiefs have won six straight games
at Oakland, the longest such streak against the Raiders by any team in
league history. Kansas City owns a pair of postseason wins against the
Raiders, including a 17-7 win in the '69 AFL Championship Game (1/4/70)
that sent the Chiefs to Super Bowl IV. Kansas City also claimed a 10-6 victory
in the first postseason contest played at Arrowhead (12/28/91).
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RAIDERS HEAD COACH - TOM CABLE

Todd Haley was named the 11th head coach of the
Kansas City Chiefs on February 6, 2009. The second-
youngest head coach in franchise history at 42 years old,
Haley enters his 15th season in the NFL in 2009. He is
entering his 13th season as an NFL coach after beginning
his career as a scouting assistant with the N.Y. Jets in '95.

Haley joined the Chiefs after a two-year stint as Arizona’s
offensive coordinator (2007-08), helping the Cardinals reach Super Bowl
XLIII as the club won its first division title since '75. Under Haley’s direction,
the Cardinals ranked third in the league in scoring as Arizona registered a
franchise-record 427 points in 2008. The Cardinals also threw a team-record
32 TD passes in 2007.

Haley has won division titles with four different NFL teams. He served as
passing game coordinator/WRs coach under Bill Parcells with Dallas (2004-
06) after beginning his career under Parcells with the N.Y. Jets ("97-00). He
also served as WRs coach with Chicago (2001-03). Born on February 28,
1967, Haley grew up in Upper St. Clair, PA and graduated from North Florida
in '91. He is the son of longtime NFL personnel executive Dick Haley, who
helped build the Steelers Super Bowl teams of the '70s.

The Raiders named Tom Cable the organization’s
17th head coach on February 3, 2009 after being named
interim head coach on September 30, 2008. Cable has
22 years of coaching experience, including four as a
head coach at Idaho (2000-03). He joined the Raiders
as their offensive line coach in 2007. Cable coached an
Oakland blocking unit that helped the Silver and Black
running game finish sixth in the NFL, averaging 130.4 ypg in 2007. Cable
coached the Atlanta offensive line in 2006.

Cable was both the offensive coordinator and offensive line coach
at UCLA (2004-05), where he helped develop one of the nation’s most
productive offensive units. In 2005, Cable led a UCLA offense that
averaged over 400 yards per game of total offense. That year the Bruins
registered 10 wins, including a 50-38 Sun Bowl victory over Northwestern.
Cable also has held positions at Idaho ('87-88, 2000-03), Colorado ('98-
99), UNLV ("'91), Cal State-Fullerton ('90) and San Diego State ('89).

Born November 26, 1964 in Merced, California, Cable played four
years as a guard at Idaho and spent time in the NFL ranks with Indianapolis
('87) before beginning his coaching career.

The Chiefs Renew Their Rivalry With Oakland For KC’s Home Opener by Pete Moris

The Arrowhead Advantage, KC Tough in Home Openers

Dating back to '90, Kansas City owns the NFL's fourth-best home
record with a 105-47 (.691) mark. Only Denver, Pittsburgh and Green Bay
have been better at home over that span. The Chiefs are also traditionally
tough in home openers, owning a 14-6 (.700) mark in those contests. KC
has lost its last two home openers. Last year, Oakland spoiled the Chiefs
home debut with a 23-8 decision at Arrowhead (9/14/08). KC's most recent
win in a home opener was a 13-10 win vs. Minnesota (9/23/07). The Chiefs
are 4-2 (.667) in home openers vs. Oakland dating back to '85.

Todd Haley Makes His Regular Season Debut at Arrowhead

Head coach Todd Haley is seeking to become the first KC field general
to register a victory in his regular season debut at Arrowhead since Gunther
Cunningham led the Chiefs to a 26-10 win vs. Denver (9/19/99). Marty
Schottenheimer was the last KC coach to register his initial victory against
the Silver and Black, getting a 24-19 win vs. the L.A. Raiders (9/17/89).

The Chiefs vs. the AFC West, Raiders on the Road

Kansas City is 12-6 (.667) vs. AFC West foes at Arrowhead since the
start of the 2003 campaign. Overall, the Chiefs have registered 25 victories
(home and road) over the past four seasons. Twelve of those wins have
come vs. division opponents, including six victories against Oakland.

Oakland is just 9-31 (.225) on the road since the start of the 2004
season. At 8-33 (.194), only Detroit has won fewer road games over that
span. Oakland is 4-11 (.267) on the road against the AFC West over that
timeframe and has won three of its last four division road contests, including
rare back-to-back victories at Arrowhead. The Raiders won two of their final
three road contests under Tom Cable last season, registering a 31-10 win
at Denver (11/23/08) and a 31-24 victory at Tampa Bay (12/28/08).

LJ Has Enjoyed Big Days Against the Silver and Black

In nine games (seven starts) vs. Oakland, RB Larry Johnson has 198
carries for 860 yards (4.3 avg.) with 11 TDs, his highest career totals against
any franchise. Combined with his receiving totals, Johnson has averaged
23.8 touches and 114.2 yards of total offense in his previous nine meetings
with the Raiders. KC has posted an 8-1 record in those contests.

The Chiefs own a 22-8 (.733) record when Johnson rattles off a 100-
yard rushing game, including a 5-0 mark vs. Oakland. Dating back to 2004,
Oakland is 4-31 (.114) when it allows an opposing rusher to top the 100-
yard plateau, including four straight losses. Dating back to 2004, Oakland
is 4-49 (.075) when it permits an opponent to post 30+ rushing attempts.
The Raiders allowed 23 carries for 77 yards with two TDs vs. SD (9/14).

Twelve of Johnson’s 61 career TDs (19.7%) have come against
Oakland, his highest total against any foe. Johnson was held to 12 carries
for 22 yards in a 23-8 Oakland win at Arrowhead (9/14/08), the only loss
the Chiefs have suffered against the Silver and Black with him in the lineup.
He produced 24 carries for 92 yards with one TD in a 20-13 win at Oakland
(11/30/08). Oakland ranked 31st in the NFL in rushing defense in 2008,
allowing 159.7 ypg. Only Detroit (172.1 ypg) permitted more.

Chiefs Rushing Defense vs. Raiders Rushing Offense

KC ranked 30th in rushing defense in 2008 permitting 158.9 ypg.
Oakland registered 47 carries for 300 yards at Arrowhead (9/14/08), the
fourth-highest single-game total ever permitted by the Chiefs. KC outgained
the Raiders on the ground by a 145-to-139-yard margin in a 20-13 win at
Oakland (11/30/08). KC has lost 11 straight contests when permitting a
100-yard rusher dating back to 2007. Raiders RB Darren McFadden (164
on 9/14/08) and RB Justin Fargas (139 on 11/25/07) have each topped
the century mark during Oakland’s two-game winning streak at Arrowhead.
Oakland had 32 carries for 148 yards with one TD vs. SD (9/14).

Kansas City has won 10 of its last 12 contests vs. the Raiders. Over
that 12-game span, the Chiefs have averaged 4.9 more rushing attempts
and 12.0 more rushing ypg per game than Oakland. In other words, the
rushing battle has been a virtual dead heat with KC owning just 143 more
rushing yards than the Raiders in the last 12 meetings. However, the Chiefs
do own eight more rushing TDs (18 to 10) over that span.

Getting an Early Lead Would Bode Well For Both Teams

Holding a halftime lead is no guarantee of victory in this contest, but
neither the Chiefs nor the Raiders have performed well of late when trailing
after two quarters. KC has lost 12 straight games when trailing at the half.
The Chiefs last victory in such a circumstance was a 30-16 win at San
Diego (9/30/07) after trailing 16-6 at intermission. Oakland has lost 23 of its
last 24 games when trailing at halftime. That lone win was a 20-17 victory
at Arrowhead (11/25/07) when the Chiefs held a 10-6 edge. Only Houston
(136) and Green Bay (135) allowed more points in the fourth quarter in
2008 than Oakland (134) and St. Louis (134).

Chiefs are Historically Strong in September

From '90-08, the Chiefs registered a 44-27 (.632) regular season record
during the month of September, the league’s second-best mark from '90-
08. Only Denver is better in September over that timeframe with a 47-25
(.653) mark. Kansas City also owns the league’s fourth-best home mark in
September home games over that span at 25-10 (.714). KC is 11-2 (.846)
against current AFC West foes at Arrowhead in September games over
that timeframe, including a 4-2 mark against the Raiders. Since the start of
the 2003 campaign Oakland is 2-8 (.200) in September road games.

Turnovers Typically Turn the Tide in Chiefs-Raiders Contests

Over the past 12 games in the Chiefs-Raiders series, KC owns a 10-2
record and a +8 advantage (20 takes/12 gives) in the turnover column. The
Chiefs have forced eight INTs and recovered 12 fumbles, while suffering
nine INTs and losing just three fumbles themselves. Despite the Chiefs
record in 2008, KC still finished the season at +5 (29 takes/24 gives). KC
was +1 (1 take/O gives) last week at Baltimore (9/13).

The Chiefs are 46-6 (.885) at Arrowhead with a positive takeaway
differential dating back to '95. KC also owns a 33-4 (.891) record at home
over that same timeframe when forcing two or more INTs. The Chiefs have
a history of turning Oakland turnovers into points. CB Maurice Leggett
returned a fumble on a fake FG for a 67-yard TD at Oakland (11/30/08).
KC’s most recent defensive TD vs. the Raiders was a 51-yard INT return by
CB Eric Warfield at Arrowhead (9/9/01).

Oakland has lost 35 of its last 36 games with a negative turnover
margin, including a string of 22 consecutive losses in that circumstance.
The Raiders were -1 vs. San Diego (9/14). The Raiders are 1-22 (.043)
on the road with a negative turnover ratio dating back to 2004, including
a streak of 19 straight losses. Oakland finished the 2008 campaign at +1
(24 takes/23 gives). Opponents registered 79 points off giveaways by the
Chiefs in 2008, while Oakland turnovers set up 84 points for its foes.

Chiefs-Raiders Scoring Stats

KC owns a stellar 56-10 (.848) record at Arrowhead dating back to '95
when holding foes at or below the 21-point plateau. Dating back to '90,
the Chiefs are 19-2 (.905) when holding the Raiders to 21 points or less,
regardless of the game’s location. KC has held Oakland to 21 points or less
in five of the last six meetings between the two clubs. Dating back to the
2002 campaign, the Raiders are just 2-37 (.051) on the road when scoring
21 points or less, including losses in 20 of their last 21 such contests.

Chiefs QBs in Regular Season Arrowhead Debuts

The most recent field general to lead KC to a win in his first Chiefs
appearance against the Raiders was QB Elvis Grbac. Grbac orchestrated
a 28-27 MNF win at Oakland (9/8/97), hitting WR Andre Rison for a 32-
yard TD pass with 0:03 remaining. Oakland has lost 13 consecutive games
when an opposing QB compiles a 100.0+ rating (min. 20 atts.) dating back
to a contest vs. Denver (11/13/05). Cassel owns a 4-1 record as a starter
when he posts a rating of 100.0 or better. He completed 18 of 30 passes for
218 yards with a career-high four TDs and one INT at Oakland (12/14/08)
in his only previous start vs. the Raiders. New England claimed a 49-26
win as Cassel posted a 108.1 rating. QB Brodie Croyle had a career-high
116.1 rating starting in place of an injured Cassel at Baltimore (9/13), the
best single-game rating of any AFC passer in 2009.

Dating back to 2002, the Chiefs are 24-5 (.828) at Arrowhead when
registering 2.0 or more sacks. KC failed to register a sack in either game
against the Raiders in 2008.

The Chiefs saw three phases of their game contribute
to a second victory of the season. A bizarre fake field goal
attempt led to a go-ahead Chiefs touchdown as Kansas
City beat the Raiders by a 20-13 margin in Oakland.

The teams traded field goals in the first quarter, as
both defenses stiffened in the scoring zone. The Chiefs
won the toss but were unable to mount a scoring drive
on their first possession. On its first chance with the ball,
Oakland was able to drive the ball 80 yards on eight
plays. A 16-yard hook-and-ladder play from WR Ronald
Curry to RB Darren McFadden set up a K Sebastian
Janikowski 25-yard FG to give Oakland a 3-0 lead.

Starting at their own 25-yard line, the Chiefs offense
was able to move down the field, going 55 yards on 11
plays, but the drive got bogged down and Kansas City
had to settle for a 38-yard FG from K Connor Barth.

The game’s first TD came on one of the most
unusual plays of the Chiefs season. The Raiders were
set up for a 43-yard FG attempt by Janikowski. But
holder P Shane Lechler took the snap and then tried to
lateral the ball to Janikowski, who had gone in motion to
the left. Janikowski muffed the low lateral, CB Maurice
Leggett roared in, picked up the loose football and ran
it back 67 yards for the TD as the Chiefs had a most
unusual 10-3 lead.

When it got the ball back, Oakland drove all the way
to the Chiefs 22-yard line. The Raiders decided to go for
it on fourth-and-three, rather than take what would have
been a 40-yard Janikowski FG attempt. Russell's pass
in the end zone for Curry was overthrown and the Chiefs
took over on downs. The Chiefs would hold that 10-3
lead into intermission.

The Raiders offense opened the second half with a
punt. After a nice 13-yard run by RB Larry Johnson, QB
Tyler Thigpen took off on a bootleg left. On the run, with
FB Mike Cox open as a short receiver, Thigpen decided
to go downfield. His throw for TE Tony Gonzalez was
high and picked off by Oakland CB Chris Johnson, who
returned the ball 44 yards to the Kansas City one-yard
line. RB Justin Fargas scored on the next play, diving
over the middle of the Raiders offensive line to tie the
score at 10-10 with more than 11 minutes to play in
the quarter.

The teams traded the ball for the rest of the
period. The Chiefs best possession was their last of the
third quarter and it eventually produced a touchdown.
Starting at its nine-yard line, Kansas City put together six
first downs and moved the ball 91 yards on 16 plays. The
score came on a two-yard run by Johnson on a first-and-
goal play to give the Chiefs a 17-10 fourth-quarter lead.

On the next Oakland possession, the Chiefs defense
got another takeaway. Fargas fumbled after he was hit by
LB Rocky Boiman and CB Brandon Flowers recovered
at the Raiders 39-yard line. Barth then nailed a 27-yard
FG to give the Chiefs a 20-10 lead with 8:54 to play.

Oakland added a late 51-yard FG from Janikowski,
but when the Chiefs got the ball back, they did not give
it up, as they got a first-down run by Johnson and a
third-down completion to WR Dwayne Bowe to move the
chains and secure a 20-13 victory.

In a second half that resembled a back-and-forth
heavyweight title bout, Kansas City and Baltimore traded
touchdowns instead of punches. It was the Ravens who
delivered the final two blows on the scoreboard to secure
a 38-24 victory over the Chiefs at M&T Bank Stadium.

A one-yard TD plunge by Ravens RB Willis McGahee
with 0:31 seconds left sealed the win after the Ravens
took a 31-24 lead with 2:06 left in the game as Baltimore
QB Joe Flacco connected with WR Mark Clayton for a
31-yard TD, one of Flacco’s three TD tosses on the day.

Kansas City struggled to move the ball offensively
early in the contest and the Ravens kept the Chiefs
defense on the field for much of the day. Baltimore owned
a huge advantage in time of possession, holding the ball
for 39:49 compared to 20:11 for Kansas City.

Baltimore was first on the scoreboard after constructing
a nine-play, 54-yard drive capped by a 44-yard K Steve
Hauschka FG, putting the Ravens up 3-0.

After a another three-and-out series by the Chiefs,
Flacco scrambled to buy time before finding McGahee
in the left flat for a three-yard TD extending the Baltimore
lead to 10-0 with 2:04 left in the first quarter.

A 57-yard punt by P Dustin Colquitt following KC’s
fourth possession pinned the Ravens at their own nine-
yard line. The Chiefs defense forced Baltimore to go
three-and-out. S Jon McGraw then turned the momentum
in Kansas City’s favor, blocking P Sam Koch’s punt and
recovering the ball in the end zone to cut the Ravens lead
to 10-7 with 10:09 left in the first half.

After converting several successful third downs, the
Ravens next drive stalled. A 41-yard FG attempt by
Hauschka went wide left, leaving the score 10-7 in favor
of Baltimore at intermission.

Kansas City’s defense then came up with a big play
on the Ravens opening possession of the second half.
On third and nine from the Kansas City 33-yard line, LB
Derrick Johnson intercepted a Flacco pass and returned it
70 yards to the Baltimore six-yard line. Two plays later, QB
Brodie Croyle — who was starting in place of an injured QB
Matt Cassel — found WR Dwayne Bowe in the back of the
end zone to capitalize on the turnover giving the Chiefs a
14-10 lead with 8:52 left in the third quarter.

Baltimore responded as Flacco orchestrated an 11-
play, 64-yard TD drive that was capped with a nine-yard
TD to TE Todd Heap, giving the Ravens a 17-14 lead.
Croyle came right back, hitting WR Mark Bradley for a 50-
yard strike. That play set up K Ryan Succop, who drilled
a 53-yard FG on his first NFL attempt, the longest make
by a Chiefs rookie since K Jan Stenerud hit a 54-yarder in
'67. Succop’s FG tied the score at 17-17.

Flacco marched his squad down the field again. FB
Le’Ron McClain dove into the end zone for a one-yard TD
to put the Ravens back up 24-17 with 8:10 remaining.

A roughing the passer penalty helped keep Kansas
City’s next drive alive, giving the Chiefs a first down at their
own 43-yard line. Three consecutive completions put the
Chiefs at the Ravens 10-yard line. Croyle then found TE
Sean Ryan who dove into the end zone for his first NFL
score to tie the game at 24-24 with 5:21 to play.

Flacco and company moved the ball to the Kansas
City 35-yard line before connecting with Clayton on a post
route for a 31-yard TD, giving Baltimore a 31-24 lead with
2:06 left in the game.

After the touchdown the Chiefs failed to convert on a
fourth and 18. Baltimore took over at the Kansas City nine-
yard line and eventually scored on a McGahee one-yard
TD run to make the final count 38-24.
